1.  In the human race, why is the problem of relationships so important 
    and so difficult?  When did this problem make its appearance? 
 
2.   What does verse 1 tell us about the relationship between children 
    and parents?  What does "obey" mean? "In the Lord?" Think of some 
    child-parent relationships in the Bible. 
 
3.  Read verse 2. On which of the Ten Commandments is the relationship 
    between parent and child based? What is the promise given? What 
    does it mean to "honor" one's father and mother? 
 
4.  What is the responsibility of parents to their children? What does 
"exasperate" mean? 
 
5.  What instructions does Paul give slaves and masters? How do his 
    instructions to slaves make them free before God? How can the 
    principles found in verses 5-9 be applied in the working place? 
 
6.  Read verses 10-12. Who is the enemy whom we must fight? Why? Who 
    should we not fight? 
 
7.  Read verses 13-17. How can we defend ourselves when the devil 
    attacks? Think about the meaning of each piece of the armor of God. 
    What is our offensive weapon? How can we use it? 
 
8.  Read verses 18-24. What is the importance of prayer in this 
    spiritual battle? How must we pray? For whom? What should be our 
    prayer topics? What else can you learn about prayer here?
