How did Judas betray Jesus (47)? Why did Jesus use the phrase “Son of
Man” when warning Judas (48)? How did Jesus’ followers reveal their lack
of prayer (49-50)? What does Jesus’ response reveal about him (51-53)?

. How did Peter express his loyalty to Jesus (54-55)? When confronted, what
did Peter do repeatedly (56-60)? In the midst of trial, what did Jesus do
(61a)? How did this affect Peter (61b-62)?
