What does this prophecy tell us about the 

    meaning of Jesus' Triumphal Entry? Why "triumphal"?About the nature 

    of Jesus' Kingship? 

 

4.  Read verses 6-11. Why might it be hard for the disciples to obey 

    Jesus' command? What did they do? What can we learn from them about 

    the sovereignty of God and the Lordship of Christ? 

 

5.  How did the crowd welcome him? What is the meaning of the crowd's
